Bowls, also called lawn bowls, outdoor game in which a ball (known as a bowl) is rolled
toward a smaller stationary ball, called a jack. The object is to roll one’s bowls so that they
come to rest nearer to the jack than those of an opponent; this is sometimes achieved by
knocking aside an opponent’s bowl or the jack.
